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Why is it important to vote?

You can't win if you don't play. Election outconae determined by those who patrticipate. Electédiais
make important (often life and death) decisionsusilbhow our society will expend its collective resmes and
the restraints it will place on individual behavidhe drinking age, the age at which you can ghtver's
license, and the amount of money your teachersveege some of the decisions made by electediaidn
making those decisions, elected officials respangebple who bother to vote more than to those aldstain.
Voting does not guarantee that one's preferendépmavail, but choosing not to vote denies a persoe of
they key tools of having a say in a democracy.

How can a young person get involved in the votingrpcess?

The first step is registration. All 18 year old Anean citizens have the right to register in thenocounity
where they live, usually by going to the city hall.

For those who wish to go beyond voting, most cagmsaare always on the lookout for volunteers. Stapp

How do you know who to vote for?

Elections seldom provide perfect choices betweem @md evil. The first step toward informed votligs in
determining your own personal preferences as ttigoptobblems you are most concerned with and the
solutions you prefer. What solutions to currentaiat problems do you prefer? Should we be spencdioge
money on schools or for national defense? Woubé ibetter if government limited pornography or hate
speech on the Internet, or is one's right to frg@ession more important? Is abortion a mortabsia right
some women might choose in desperate situationsf2Ere not "right" answers to these questionsaohw
everyone agrees, so the informed voter looks fodickates who share their preferences on the isfuesst
importance to them. Above and beyond shared pmedess informed voters look at the personal charattess
of candidates to help determine how they will parfan office. We usually prefer candidates who lzeied
working, honest, moral and skillful since we aréresting them with decisions that affect our future

Sorting out the information about candidates frbeirtspeeches, campaign ads, media coverage and Web
sites is one of the real challenges to citizers de@mocracy. Many voters use short cut aids, ssichlging on
a candidate's political party label. Over the yepdditical parties have taken relatively consistesickages of
policy stands. Candidates for more important offibave usually served in previous positions, making
possible to assess their policy preferences anabdépes. A number of nonpartisan Web sites previgeful
information for voters. Talking with friends andatves about politics helps define one's own ak&and
understand the available options.
